I 
acknowledge that medical clearance is required if I have answered YES to any of the questions on the PAR-Q+ form.  
 

2. I understand and agree that it is my responsibility to inform my Personal Trainer of any conditions or changes in my health, now and 
ongoing, which might affect my ability to exercise safely and with minimal risk of injury.  
 

3. I understand that should I feel light headed, faint, dizzy, nauseated or experience pain/discomfort that I am to stop the activity and 
inform my Personal Trainer or any City of Burnaby employee or volunteer.  
 

4. I understand that I am not obligated to perform nor participate in any activity that I do not wish to do, and that is my right to refuse 
such participation at any time during my Personal Training session.
